MINUTES OF SPECIAL TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING 

SEPTEMBER 23, 1998, TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss the request of the fire chief to place a bid on an available fire truck and to discuss any other business to come before the board.

1) The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Schmidt at 9:03 a.m.

2) Purchase of Used Fire Engine:  Fire Chief Dawson presented a request to place a bid on a 1978 Pierce Pumper to replace the 1967 Pumper now in use.  The truck is available from Bloomfield Twp. Fire Dept. as they replace their trucks every 20 years.  Dawson had the owner of Front Line Services inspect the condition of the truck and he recommended a bid of $12,000 to $15,000.  Refurbishment to the truck is estimated to be from $45,000 to $50,000.  There was discussion.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to allow Fire Chief Dawson to bid $12,500 on the 1978 Pierce Pumper.

3) Disposition of Our Used Fire Truck: Tabled to the October meeting.

4) EMS Billing Policy Update: MTA attorney has provided their revised opinion of the EMS Billing Policy and some changes in  wording are required.  Schmidt to prepare new wording for the October meeting.

5) Pearl St. Paving Discussion: Schmidt reported the Road Commission would remove only dead branches before paving.  The condition of the trees and affect on the road was discussed.  It was suggested that Schmidt try to get the tree contractor, local forester and manager of the road commission together to determine what needs to be done prior to paving.  

6) Tree Removal: Schmidt was authorized to have G. Drogt quote a price to remove and haul away three trees on Lot 13 of Golden Beach Drive which need to be removed.

7) EMS Hiring: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to offer EMS employment as MFR to Gary Tracy, Jr. and hold off on Gary Tracy, Sr. as recommended by the interview committee.  Roll call vote: Aye –Norris, Parker, Schmidt, Leech, Hubbell; Nay – None.

8) Public Concerns: Ditlow requested the subject of EMS Employment Agreement be placed on the October meeting agenda.  Cowell questioned agenda of meeting not being specified in notice and was advised agenda items came up after posting of notice.  Springstead requested permission to use the Cemetery drive to access the rear of the Patterson property to install two drain fields.  While in there, he is willing to clean up and level the area along the property line where there is brush and where dirt has been piled.  Permission was granted with the stipulation that Schmidt inspects to assess if any damage is done.   In response to Cowell request, Ditlow volunteered to dispose of the Bingo machine being housed in the Ambulance building.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 10:10a.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
