1. Call to Order at 7:33 p.m. and pledge to the flag was given.

Supervisor in which he stated he feels Banks Twp. is not interested in sharing costs to pave Lore Road while it is being used by Drenth.

Antrim County Solid Waste Management Plan: (postponed until after items 8, 9 and 10)   Mr. Garwood, Antrim County Coordinator/Planner, was present and gave a summary review of the County Solid Waste Management Plan Update prepared by the County Solid Waste Management Planning Committee.  The County Board of Commissioners has approved the Plan Update.  Following discussion, Schmidt moved the board resolve to approve the Antrim County Solid Waste Management Plan Update as written for submittal to the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality.  It was seconded by Parker and approved unanimously by roll call vote:  aye – Leech, Norris, Parker, Hubbell, Schmidt; nay – none.
Planning Commission Representative to the Zoning Board of Appeals:  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded, and passed unanimously by roll call vote to appoint Lee Colvin as Planning Commission representative to the Zoning Board of Appeals, if he is willing to accept the appointment.  Aye – Hubbell, Norris, Leech, Parker, Schmidt.  Nay – none.
Day Park Building Remodeling:  Discussion.  The board concurred that new bids should be solicited based on not having an inside passage and enlarging the existing doors, removing 
       the partitions in both the men’s and ladies rooms, replace the fixtures, have just one sink in

Sexual Harassment Policy Draft – Ditlow:  Discussion.  It was the consensus of the board the draft policy should be refined and sent to Risk Management for their recommendations.
