2. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:37 p.m.

3. Minutes of the December 21, 1999 regular board meeting were approved with the first sentence of item 13 changed to read “…..with the request that consideration of installation of…..”.  The minutes were filed for audit.

4. Expenditures were approved as submitted for the Township General, Fire Dept., EMS, Liquor Inspection, TBNP funds and payroll.

5. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief and Treasurer.

6. Public comments (other than agenda items): T. Stillings requested the township put Lot 13 up for sale and put the proceeds in the road fund.  Ditlow stated icing of the pavement in front of the ambulance building is a problem.

7. Announcements/Correspondence: E. Knoechel was recognized for writing a grant application to assist in the renovation of the Day Park restrooms.  Schmidt mentioned the budget hearings, other than the Fire Budget hearing, will be held on the last Saturday in March.  The Fire Budget hearing is held earlier.  The last Saturday of March is also the date of the annual meeting.  Leech mentioned the Presidential Primary election is February 22 and the last day for any unregistered residents to register to vote is January 24.

8. Zoning Amendment-TSR: It was moved by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to table the rezoning request for up to 90 days pending ZBA action.

9. Road Selection for 2000 Road Improvement Program: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed 4-1 to include Moulton Road, along with Hjelte and Creswell Roads, for improvement in the next fiscal year road improvement program.

10. Budget Amendment: It was moved by Leech and seconded to transfer $750 from the contingency account, 101 890, to the cemetery activity center, 101 276.  Roll call vote: Aye: Leech, Hubbell, Parker, Norris, Schmidt.

11. Board Concerns: The report from the EMS committee on Wage Adjustment Suggestions will be on next month’s agenda.  Schmidt suggested the board review the wage comparison report distributed by Leech, especially as it relates to the township committees and commissions.  Parker inquired of status of Municipal Civil Infractions.

12. Public Concerns: Lidster requested the board consider hiring a third person on the day crew for the coming fiscal year.  Discussion.  Stillings request re Lot 13 was discussed.
