The meeting was called to order at 9:10 a.m.  It was agreed that two persons should be hired to handle the duties of groundskeeper and have one function as boat ramp attendant and the other as groundskeeper and fill in for one another when needed.  It was moved by Leech, seconded and passed unanimously to accept the recommendation of the interview committee and offer employment as groundskeeper to Jerry LaBeau to be effective as soon as possible.  It was moved by Parker, seconded and passed unanimously to accept the recommendation of the interview committee and offer employment as boat ramp attendant to Steve Burns to be effective as soon as possible.  The board agreed to provide two shirts and identification tags for both employees. 





Small tools needed for the cemetery were discussed and will be purchased.  Recommendations made by Culligan for a water treatment system for the township hall was discussed.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to lease the reverse osmosis system and look at the cost of purchasing versus the cost of leasing a purifier. 





Schmidt gave an update on the renovation of the Day Park restrooms which is expected to be completed by May 22.
