FIRE DISTRICT HEARING AND SPECIAL TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

MARCH 27, 2001, TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

Supervisor Schmidt convened the hearing for the proposed Fire District Budget for fiscal year April 1, 2001 thru March 31, 2002.

The proposed budget was reviewed and discussed.  Wage increases are proposed for the fire fighters and officers.  The proposed budget includes $163,000 in reserve funds for future fire station expense and $70,000 in reserve funds for future fire vehicle expense.  A few minor adjustments were suggested.

The hearing was closed and the special board meeting was convened.  The proposed pay schedule was discussed.   The park and cemetery maintenance wages are raised from $8.75 to $9.50 an hour.  The EMS run premium will not be applicable to the day crew when covering the weekday schedule.  The fire fighters will be paid $10 for the first hour and following hours will be $7.50 an hour.  An increase is proposed for the Zoning Administrator from $5600 to $6000.

Ditlow asked for clarification on station coverage by the Day Crew.  He was advised that the board did not expect an alternate to cover if one was unable to cover their assigned station time.  There was also discussion of salary if a person on the day crew is MFR and the expectancy that the MFR would sign up for EMT training at the first feasible opportunity.  This will be discussed at a later meeting.

The meeting adjourned at 9:10 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
