MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 18, 2001 TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

1. The pledge to the flag was given and a moment of silence observed for those affected by the Sept. 11 tragedies.  The meeting was convened at 7:35p.m.

2. Minutes of the regular board meeting of August 21, 2001 were approved and filed for audit.

3. Expenditures for the township were approved with the exception of General Fund check #13165 that will be voided and $100 for CPR training for EMS employees Leys and Cerka was added as requested by the EMS Director.

4. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director, Fire Chief, Treasurer and Zoning Administrator.  

5. Public Comments: None

6. Announcements: A public hearing is being conducted in Central Lake tonight regarding proposed gravel extraction to form ponds in the vicinity of E. Torch Lake Dr.  The County Commissioners will hold a public hearing on the proposed wetlands ordinance on September 20.  A letter of resignation as Planning Commission recording secretary was received from E. Shepley.  The ZBA is also in need of a recording secretary.  Anyone interested in this position should contact B. Russell, Chairman of the Planning Commission, A. Martel, Chairman of the ZBA, or Kim Schmidt, Supervisor.

7. Third Street Public Access: Schmidt gave an update on the Road Commission meeting of 9/18.  It is proposed to have a meeting of all parties involved to try to arrive at an agreeable solution on all of the issues.  The board will be advised when the meeting is scheduled.

8. Sign for Public Land Use and Access Ordinance: The board agreed on 18” x 24” signs.

9. Wilkinson Homestead Historical Society Agreement Draft: The board agreed to go back to the original draft agreement.

10. EMS Building Addition – Options: Motion by Stillings, seconded and passed unanimously to approve replacement of the metal siding and fascia and new trim around the doors on the east side of the EMS building at a maximum cost of $1200.  Schmidt to negotiate price and addition of window.

11. Interview Committee Recommendation: Motion by Leech, seconded and passed unanimously by roll call vote to accept the recommendation of the interview committee and offer Joe Cerka employment in the Fire Dept.

12. Municipal Civil Infractions Conversion: Following discussion, the board decided against establishment of a bureau.  Documents will be drafted accordingly.

13. Allied Ambulance Proposed Agreement: Discussion.  Motion by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to not sign the agreement.

14. Derman & Turkelson Update of Cable TV: Discussion.  No further action required of the attorney.

15. Township Board Concerns: A job performance evaluation will be done on the Zoning Administrator.

16. Public Comments: It was requested the EMS and Fire Dept. radios be updated to be able to receive in all parts of the township.  EMS Director was requested by the board to contact OTEC and endeavor to get a repeater installed in the township.  It was stated that the quote on the EMS building option appears to be high.  It was noted that D. Leys term on the ZBA has expired.  Motion by Leech, seconded and passed unanimously to appoint Don Leys to the ZBA for another three-year term to expire in Sept. 2004.  A schedule of area Blood Drives will be posted in the Township Bulletin Boards.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned at 9:55p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
