MINUTES OF JUNE 18, 2002 TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING

TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. The pledge to the flag was given and the meeting convened at 7:30p.m.

2. Minutes of the May 21, 2002 meeting were approved and filed for audit.

3. Township expenditures were approved as submitted.

4. Reports were accepted from the EMS Director (It was requested year to date collections comparison to last year be included in future reports), Fire Chief, Treasurer, Zoning Administrator, and AC E911 Central Dispatch. 

5. Public Comments: Inquiry was made regarding rentals, lake access ordinance enforcement by the Sheriff, and speeds on the water.

6. Announcements/Correspondence: Mike Watson was introduced as the new EMS Director.  Schmidt gave report on A-Ga-Ming golf course site plan. Tax bills for the Elk Rapids School District summer tax collection will be mailed soon.

7. Zoning Ordinance Amendment: The board concurred with the proposed Zoning Ordinance Revisions submitted with Larry Sullivan’s memo of March 13, 2002 with the following exceptions: (1) General Provisions Section for Home Occupations insert  #10 sentence in #5 and eliminate #10; (2) Cottage Industry and Home Based Business, paragraphs 2, reference to “nameplate” shall be changed to “unlighted nameplate”; (3) paragraphs 8 shall be changed to read “……initially shall be conducted ….”, (4) the definition of “nameplate” shall be added to Definitions section; (5) the definition of Home Based Business shall be changed to read “….materials may be stored, work may be scheduled, and billings may be issued.”; and the last sentence shall be changed to refer to “home based business” instead of “home occupation”; (6) Chapter XII Section 12.02 B. 10. remove “which are of a type commonly produced in the area.”. It was moved by Parker and seconded to approve the proposed zoning ordinance amendment with the changes specified by the board.   Roll call vote: aye – Schmidt, Schultz, Parker, Leech, Stillings; nay – none; passed 5-0.  The board discussed other sections of Chapter III A and recommends the Planning Commission consider further revisions such as 3A.02. A to remove “a permissible home occupation conducted within the premises” and F to remove “seasonally” in the first sentence so as not to conflict with “Time Limitation-None.” 

8. EMS Billing Policy Revison: Discussion, no action.

9. ZBA Appeal Fee Refund – It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously, to approve the request to waive the ZBA fee of $50 for M. McGuire and deny the request to waive the ZBA fee of $50 for B. Beeby.

10. Hall Rental:  It was moved by Leech, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the extension of the hall rental by the yoga group on Thursdays from 4p to 6p for another 8 weeks effective July 18.  There was no action on Michigan Works.  

11. Road Improvement Fund Budget Amendment: It was moved by Parker and seconded to amend the Road Improvement Fund Budget to increase revenues to include delinquent taxes in the amount of $2994.58 and expenditures by the amount of $45,400 for the roads we are paving.  Roll call vote: aye – Parker, Stillings Schultz, Schmidt, Leech; nay – none; passed unanimously.
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12. Great Lakes Energy Electric Franchise Agreement: It was moved by Schmidt and seconded to approve the Great Lakes Energy Cooperative Franchise Agreement.  Roll call vote: aye – Parker, Schultz, Stillings, Schmidt, Leech; nay – none; passed unanimously.

13. TBNP Project Coordinator Job Description: Discussion and tabled.

14. Payment of Invoices Policy: It was moved by Schmidt, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the Payment of Invoices Policy effective June 18, 2002.

15. Township Board Concerns: A forum for township residents, as requested by the annual meeting attendees, will be held on Saturday, July 27 at 9:00 a.m. in the Township Hall and will be moderated by K. Schmidt.   It was moved by Schultz, seconded and passed unanimously to approve the Consent to Entry of Judgement in the Circuit Court Case No. 02-7828-CZ,

16. Public Comment: M. Watson expressed thanks to the board for the opportunity to head the EMS Department.  Inquiry was made regarding the ramp attendant position and the status of the Potrafke zoning violation.

There being no further business and no objection, the meeting adjourned at 10:30 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
