MINUTES OF SPECIAL BOARD MEETING OF AUGUST 28, 2002

TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

The purpose of the special meeting was to discuss possible purchase of a backup ambulance and street vacation in the Bay View Sub-division, circuit court file no. 01-7802-CH.

Present:  Leech, Schultz, Stillings, Schmidt, Parker.    Absent: None.

Also present: Attorneys Derman and Turkelson and an audience of 8.

1. The supervisor convened the meeting at 5:45p.m.  

2. Circuit Court Case: It was moved by Parker and seconded by Schmidt to go into closed session with the attorneys to discuss the circuit court case.  Roll call vote: aye-Schultz, Parker, Leech, Schmidt; nay-Stillings.  Motion passed 4-1.The board returned to open session at 6:05 p.m.  It was moved by Stillings, seconded by Schultz and passed unanimously to empower the attorneys to sign the consent judgement presented in closed session.  Attorney Derman gave a brief update on the Sharkey/Anna Kunzie Plat court case.  

3. Back-up Ambulance: The board agreed there is a need for a backup ambulance.  The purchase of the available used ambulance as a temporary solution until a new ambulance can be purchased in a few years was discussed at length with input received from the EMS Director and EMS personnel who were present.  It was moved by Schmidt, seconded by Leech and passed unanimously to accept the recommendation of the EMS Director and try to purchase the 1997 Ford Type II ambulance referenced in Watson’s memo of August 14, 2002.  The board agreed to a down payment of $10,000 and a purchase agreement on the balance.

Additional business:

4. Access Survey: It was moved by Parker, seconded by Schmidt and approved unanimously to survey Creswell and Traverse Bay Road ends and monument the ordinary high water mark at both locations.

5. Cemetery: Schmidt recommended irrigation be extended to the parts of the cemetery without water supply.  He proposed rental of a trencher and the work to be performed by LeBeau.  The board concurred.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:05 p.m.  These minutes are subject to approval at the next regular board meeting.
