MINUTES OF Torch Lake Township BOARD MEETING DECEMBER 19, 2006, TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. Call to order was at 7:30 p.m. by Supervisor Spencer followed by the pledge to the flag.

2. Minutes were approved by motion of Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0 as follows: Nov. 21 meeting as presented; Dec. 6 meeting with change in 2nd paragraph, 2nd line replacing “PSBAAC” with “Design Team” and 2nd page #9, 3rd paragraph correcting spelling of “Shultz” to “Schultz”; Dec. 15 meeting with correction of Adjournment from 4:43 to 5:43 p.m.
3. Correspondence: Letter of Dec. 15 from Antrim Co. Associate Planner, e-mail letter from Regional Planning Director of NW Mich. Council of Governments, letter of Dec. 13 from D. Barr.
4. Agenda Content: Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve with addition of funds transfer request as 8.f.

5. Citizen comment: D. Hein expressed appreciation of newsletter and public forum of Dec. 11 and inquired of status of the matching grant offered to EMS Dept.  D. Barr followed up his letter of Dec. 13 for support from the board to get speed limit reduced on NW Torch Lake Drive.  

6. Consent Agenda: Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve expenditures and accept reports as presented.

7. Informational Items: (a) Planning Commission report by Parker. (b) County Planning Commission report by Martel. (c) Hall roof update by Spencer. (d) Day Park Boat Ramp update by Spencer.  He will contact up to three engineering firms for repair proposals.  Appreciation was expressed for volunteer work done by C. Atkinson on dock repair. (e) MDEQ critical dunes special exception request will be addressed at Jan. board meeting. (f) EMS Director interviews are scheduled for 9 & 11 a.m. on Dec. 20. (g) The board will hold a facility design meeting at 10:00 a.m. on Dec. 27, not Dec. 21.
8. Discussion and Action Items: (a) Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0 to appoint W. Juall, T. Stillings, and R. Saul to two year terms on the Salary Committee to run from Jan. 1, 2007 thru Dec. 31, 2008 as recommended in Spencer’s memo of Dec. 19. (b) Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve the Proposed 2007 Road Plan  dated 12/18/2006gp to improve Thiery Circle, Servers Dr., McLachlan Rd., Golden Beach Dr., Bay Colony Rd., Fisher Dr., Baker St., and to add Public Dock Rd.  (c) New facility planning was deferred to the Dec. 27 meeting. (d) Land Use Plan draft was deferred to a later meeting. (e) (1) Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve the Draft Job Description for the position of Constable dated 12/19/ 2006. (2) Motion by Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve the Draft Job Description of EMS Medical Billing Clerk dated 12/19/ 2006 with the following changes: combine #13 and #14 and change to read “Provide a comprehensive monthly report to the EMS Director and Township Board one week prior to each regular monthly board meeting listing receipts, disbursements, uncollected balances and all monies.”; eliminate #14 and #15; change #16 to read “Promptly provides the Township’s auditor with accurate documentation as requested by the auditor.”; add new # to read “Provides the treasurer with reports as required.”; renumber from #13 to end. (f) Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote, to amend the 2006-2007 General Fund Budget and transfer $500 from fund balance to Elections cost center 101-262.
9. Board comment: Schultz stated she will be issuing dog licenses thru 2/28/07 and the fees are listed on the tax bills.  She also mentioned there will be a dog census taken in the near future.  Parker expressed concern about possible undesirable activity in the future on mid to north Torch Lake and suggested the board review the township ordinances as they pertain to protection of privately owned waterfront property.
10. Citizen comment:  E. Knoechel inquired about procedures for donation monies, the pipe line being installed in the township, and the new facility 2nd floor design.
