MINUTES OF TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING OF APRIL 17, 2007, TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. Call to order was at 7:30 p.m. followed by the pledge to the flag.

2. Minutes of 3/20 approved by motion of Parker; minutes of 3/24 approved by motion of Parker with clarification to the motion for approval of the General Fund Budget that the increase in the salary for trustees from $6000 to $6222 was the total for the two trustees; minutes of 4/2 approved by motion of Parker.  Each motion was seconded and passed 5-0.

3. Correspondence: Letter from D. Barr re NW Torch Lake Dr. speed limit; letter from E. Martel re Public Dock Road boat ramp; R. McLeod re resignation from Audit Committee due to proposed move from the area.

4. Agenda Content approved by motion of Leech, which was seconded and passed 5-0.

5. Antrim County Sheriff Terry Johnson presented his annual report.

6. Citizen comment was received from R. Rosenkranz re abandoned house on Hjelte and from N. Ellison re proposed county recycling program.

7. Consent Agenda approved by motion of Leech, which was seconded and approved 5-0.

8a.  Facility update was received from Ray Kendra, Architect, and Jodi Bergman, Comstock Construction.

8b.  Three Lakes Association Water Quality Research Update not received.

8c.  D. Barr gave update on the request for speed limit reduction on NW Torch Lake Drive and requested the Township board to petition the county road commission to reduce the speed limit to 35mph.

8d.  Parker reported on Planning Commission activity.

8e.  Martel reported on County Planning Commission activity.

8f.  Spencer reported a Town Hall meeting is scheduled for Saturday, May 19, at 9:00 a.m. in the Township Hall for Township residents and property owners to discuss EMS Services.

8g.  Spencer reported on the Uniform Video Services Franchise Act and how it pertains to the Township.

9a.  Motion by Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0, to accept design concept #2 as presented earlier by R. Kendra.  Motion by Leech, seconded and passed 5-0, to accept the guaranteed price of $1,735,711.00 dated April 17, 2007 as presented by J. Bergman.

9b.  Motion by Parker, seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote, that the Township Board approve a resolution petitioning the County Road Commission  to reduce the speed limit on NW Torch Lake Drive in Torch Lake Township from 55 to 35 mph in accordance with Public Act #85, Public Acts of 2006, Section 6.28, paragraph 4.

9c.  EMS policies were discussed.  Parker and Martel volunteered to review them and make recommendations.

9d.  Proposed job description for EMS Director was reviewed and approved with changes as follows:  Qualifications #10 add “and EMT License”; A.8. following “regional” add “and/or local”; B. add #10 Inform and enforce policies.

9e.  Motion by Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0, to accept the recommendation of the Fire Chief and approve the hiring of John Vaquera as probationary firefighter.

9f.  Motion by Schultz, seconded and passed 5-0, to approve the rental of the township hall by the Wilkinson Homestead Historical Society per their request dated 4/4/07.

9g.  The proposed updated Land Use Plan is on the township website.  Residents are urged to review it.

10.  Board comment: Schultz requested board approval to make financial transactions by electronic payment.    Motion by Parker, seconded, and passed 5-0 by roll call vote, to approve the resolution authorizing the Township to utilize electronic transactions.

11. Citizen comment: none.
