MINUTES OF TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP BOARD MEETING OF MAY 20, 2008, TOWNSHIP HALL, EASTPORT

1. Call to Order was at 7:00 p.m. followed by the pledge to the flag.

2.  Minutes of the April 15 meeting were approved by motion of Schultz, closed meeting of April 15 by motion of Parker, and special meeting of May 1 by motion of Spencer.  All motions were seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence: Notice of Antrim Conservation District Annual Meeting 5/22, 7:00 p.m. in Bellaire Senior Center.

4. Agenda Content was approved by motion of Parker which was seconded and passed 5-0.

5. Citizen Comment:  None.

6. Consent Agenda was approved by motion of Schultz which was seconded and passed 5-0.

7. Information: a. Parker reported on Planning Commission activity.  b. Martel had no report on County Planning Commission activity.  c. Candidates who filed for Township elective offices reported by Spencer.  d. Spencer gave progress report on the new Community Services Building.
8.  Discussion/Action Items: a. Motion by Leech to approve the amending resolution to the Installment Purchase Agreement for the new fire pumper was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  b. Motion by Martel to approve resolution 08-06 to abolish the current polling place at 5081 N. US 31 and establish a new polling place at 2355 N. US 31was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  c. Fire Chief Dawson recommends installation of an underground water tank at the DNR site in Eastport and postponement of additional tanks until he can appraise the efficiency of the new compressed air foam system. Equipment to handle brush fires was discussed.  d. T. Pierson presented recommendations of the Torch Bay Nature Preserve Authority for signage at the Preserve which would add “all fireworks” and “alcohol consumption” as illegal activities.  It was agreed to amend Ordinance Number 10-2007 Public Parks, Accesses and Road-End Use Ordinance and revise Section 3. 3 A. to read “All fires” instead of “All open fires” and add “All classes of fireworks.” as “A” and revise current lettering A thru P to B thru Q.  e. Motion was made by Leech to amend the Fire District budget to increase revenue account 698 from $217,127 to $226,501 and increase expense account 981 to $226,501 which is the monies that will be received and expended for the new Fire Truck.  The motion was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  Motion by Leech to amend the Ambulance District budget to transfer $28,417 from Capital Outlay account 981 to 975 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  f. Motion by Leech to approve the request dated 05/04/08 from the Wilkinson Homestead Historical Society for hall rental was seconded and passed 5-0.  g. Motion by Parker to replace the “Smoke-Free Policy” of 8/17/08 with the “Smoke Free/Tobacco-Free Policy” dated May 20, 2008 was seconded and passed 5-0.  h. Motion by Spencer to approve the Communication Services Information Gathering Survey with the deletion of one of the “$140” figures and with the option of the committee whether to add a provision for residents to volunteer their names was seconded and passed 5-0.  i. The Rental policy for the Community Service Building and the Rental Application submitted by the committee was discussed and various revisions were recommended.  The committee will meet again to re-write and submit to the board for approval.  j. The board approved the letter dated May 20 to Gov. Granholm requesting her intervention to halt the permit for a deep injection well in the Alba area which was prepared by Spencer on behalf of the board.  
9. Board Comment:  Schultz noted the June 24 Chapter meeting will be at Torch Lake Township.  Spencer distributed data on revenue sharing and a report from the EMS Advisory Committee which will be the subject of a special board meeting on June 5 and a Public meeting on June 7 at the current Township hall.
10. Citizen Comment:  E. Knoechel noted that Tribal Police should be invited to the CSB Open House.
