MINUTES OF TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP BOARD SPECIAL MEETING OF JUNE 5, 2008, TOWNSHIP HALL, 5081 N. US 31, EASTPORT

Present:  Martel, Spencer, Leech, Parker (7:20 p.m.), Schultz (7:40 p.m.)

Absent:  None with Parker and Schultz arriving as noted above.

The purpose of the meeting included the EMSSC (Emergency Medical Services Study Committee) presentation of their report to the board, review and discussion of facility related matters, legal services, internet services and the Westen litigation.

1. Call to order was at 7:00 p.m. with three members present followed by the pledge to the flag.

2. Agenda Content was approved by motion of Leech which was seconded and passed 3-0.
3. Citizen comment:  None.

4. Discussion/Action Items:

a. The EMSSC report was introduced by Chair, C. Lundy, with committee member R. Norris narrating a power point presentation.  Committee members McDermid and Laakko were also present.  A question and answer period followed the presentation.  The board accepted the report with thanks to the committee.  No action was taken by the board.
b. Motion by Leech to add the firm of Young, Graham, Elsenheimer & Wendling, P. C. as an approved firm for legal counsel for the Township was seconded and passed 4-1 with Martel casting the dissenting vote.

c. Spencer reported on the drainage and paving at the CSB site.  Parker moved that the board accept the recommendation of the supervisor to approve the lowering of the existing slow release including the telephone cable and proof roll the parking lot, install stone drains, lower the existing ditch and add 22 A gravel and recompact at a cost of $7,414, which may be modified by proof rolling, as proposed by J. Bergman of Comstock Construction in her memo of June 3, 2008.  The motion was seconded and passed 5-0.
d. Spencer gave an update on internet service at the CSB.  The board agreed to accept an interim arrangement with Windemuller in lieu of dial-up service.
e. Motion by Leech to approve the “Settlement Agreement and Mutual Release of all Claims” in the Westen litigation dated May 15, 2008 was seconded and passed 5-0 by roll call vote.  

5. Board Comment:  Schultz noted the MTA Chapter meeting of June 24 will be held at Milton Township hall instead of Torch Lake Township hall as originally scheduled.  Martel noted the picnic fundraiser on June 14 for the benefit of the Star Township Defense Fund against the Alba Injection Well Permits for Cement Kiln Dust (CKD).  Spencer noted the CSB moving date is now deferred to June 24.
