1. Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the Pledge to the flag.

2. Minutes of Regular Meeting April 21, 2009 approved 5-0 by motion of Tomlinson, second by Schultz with changes to the typo mistake in item 7, line 9 “inspection”; line 6 change “5” to “4’; item 8, line 10 change “15” to “6”Minutes of Special Meeting approved 5-0 by motion of Tomlinson, second by Martel.

3. Correspondence.  There were none.  Parker adds that, FYI, the township approved a Blight Ordinance December 17, 2007.
4. Approval of Agenda Content.  Motion to approve by Parker, second by Schultz, with two changes.  In item 7, change “e” to TBNP meeting minutes and move Three Lakes Association presentation to “f”.   At bottom of page, change Scheduled Meetings to read June 4th Special Board Meeting on Policies, Section 4, Financial Administration and June 16th Regular Board Meeting.  Motion carries 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary.  Sheriff Bean gave a report to the township, stating that the sub station is going well and so far there have been approximately 60 stops.  Parker asked if they could move the patrol cars periodically to different positions.  Bean continued that the county is trying to organize a “Lake Watch Program” and are looking for volunteers to participate.  This is a three-tier program that involves residents on the lake, Rangers for emergencies and Reserves riding in boats.  From the audience, Elva Cowell mentioned a letter that she had faxed to the Township regarding help in cleaning up Eastport.  She feels that right now, Eastport is the “pits” with the vacant buildings, etc.  Could the township come up with some sort of incentive to motivate the property owners to get them back in use?  She mentioned the success of Central Lake’s program “Saving Central Lake” and perhaps we could have a “Saving Eastport” meeting.  None of the Board members had received the fax but were interested in the idea.
