DRAFT MINUTES TOWNSHIP BOARD

JUNE 15, 2010

1. Meeting convened at 7 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.

2. Motion by Tomlinson to approve minutes of May 18, 2010 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve minutes of June 3, 2010 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence, etc:   1. Veteran’s Memorial Committee will be having a public meeting here June 17th.  2. Health Fair and Blood Drive here Wednesday June 23rd sponsored by our EMS department.  3.  Erickson Road has been crushed in preparation for paving. 

4. Motion by Tomlinson to approve Agenda Content is seconded and passed 5-0.

5. Citizen Commentary: 1.  Dave Schulz, Director of Administrative Services at Meadow Brook spoke regarding the 2010 millage renewal request that will be on the ballot for the August 3rd Primary Election.  This renewal replaces the mil that has been in effect for the last 8 years with monies to be used for renovation at Meadow Brook.   For more information call Marna Robertson at (231) 533-8661 ex 116.  2.  Dan Lidster comments they are ready for the public meeting, with guest speaker, artist and video presentation.

6. Consent Agenda.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve the Consent Agenda minus the EMS report is seconded and passed 5-0.  Tomlinson questions the Billing Report, which shows an amount billed but not an amount actually received.  He would like to see that information included.  Gerry Sell comments that she can add that to the report.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve EMS report is seconded and passed 5-0.

7. Informational Items:  A. from Martel the County is working on their Master Plan tweaking were needed to tweak.  B. from Tomlinson the Planning Commission is currently working on three issues, version 19 of the PUD/PRD ordinance amendment, Medical Marijuana and Wind Energy Systems (small) for residential use.  C. Phragmites update from Parker that he has received 95 permits, only 2 were no’s.  A list of upcoming meetings on the subject will be posted on the Township bulletin boards.  
8. Discussion/Possible Action:  A. Cemetery Road Proposal.  After brief discussion of potential locations for the new road, Motion by Tomlinson and seconded by Martel to approve Resolution 10-08 which authorizes extension of the existing “two-track”, to the west along the north boundary, then south along the west boundary and then east to meet at the existing north-south “two-track”.  Resolution was approved 5-0, roll call vote.  B.  Stalo Fireworks Permit.  After brief discussion of this request, the Motion by Schultz to approve the permit from Jerry Stalo to conduct his fireworks, as he has done in previous years, with all permits having been submitted is seconded and passed 5-0.  C. PUD/PRD Zoning Ordinance Amendment.  Minor changes, as suggested by the Board, have been made and we now have version 19.  Martel comments that at the Planning Commission meeting there was good conversation, good changes, but he still has concerns about the non-conformity that may be created by this ordinance.  Tomlinson commented that because of the Zoning Enabling Act and Open Space Preservation, our Ordinance needed to be changed to comply with the law.  Windiate commented that with the time spent by the Planning Commission and the expertise involved with two Planners and Township Attorneys she is comfortable approving this document.  Schultz too is concerned about the non-conformity issue.  With no further discussion, the Motion by Tomlinson to approve Version 19 of the PRD/PUD dated June 9, 2010 is seconded by Parker and passed 4-1 roll call vote, with Martel casting the nay vote.  Martel asks for his statement to be part of the minutes:  “Whereas, under the proposed PRD/PUD zoning ordinance revision the A-Ga-Ming Golf Resort will become non-conforming as to the designation and use of open space in this development as required under PRD, Section 14.04 D and PUD Section 15.04 E and, Whereas, such non-conformity will be a burden on all of the properties of these PRDs, and Whereas Chapter IV, Section 4.01 D and E of the zoning ordinance does not allow for the alteration of a non-conforming lot or parcel such that it would make it less conforming, I vote NO to this zoning Ordinance revision”.
9. Commentary:  Tomlinson commented on attending the MTA spring workshop and a presentation by DNRE, in which they state that starting next spring there will be no burning of any household waste.  Parker commented that he and Tomlinson met with ABI Mechanical regarding the heating of this room.
10. Mr. Laako asked about check #24850 to Beckett & Rader, who is that?  The reply is it is the Planner.  Ditlow comments about a webinar tomorrow about the new health care bill.  Leys comments about the need for an erasable white board (on wheels).  Schultz has been looking into finding one.  Spencer commented about the screen in the room being computer-linked (for presentations).

11. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 PM.
