1. Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Motion by Tomlinson to approve minutes of October 19, 2010 as prepared is seconded and passed 5-0.
3. 1. The Township survey has been compiled.  Copies are available in the office.  It will be used by the Recreation Committee for the 5 year Rec Plan and will allow us to apply for grants.  2. The Board of Review has been scheduled to meet December 17, 2010.  No appeals will be heard but is for omissions, corrections and errors.
4. There was no Citizen Commentary.
5. Comment from Clerk that checks 25500-25505 and 25520-25535 were voids due to printer jam.  Motion by Martel to approve Consent Agenda is seconded and passed 5-0.
6. A.  Martel had nothing to report from County Planning Commission.  B.  Tomlinson reported the TLT Planning Commission held its public hearing last night on the Medical Marijuana Ordinance.  Minor changes were made and it was approved to be forwarded to the County for their review.  They are also working on Site Plan Review and Village Zoning.
7. A.  Cemetery Pricing.  Parker and Tomlinson met and created proposed language changes for the Cemetery Ordinance in handout dated 11/10/2010 which will enhance the ability to buy back lots.  The incentive would be to sell back unused lots for more than was paid.  There was discussion but no formal action taken at this time.
B. Third Street road end was discussed.  The least we need to do is see what we can do there without spending lots of money.  Questioned if or when Road-End Ordinance was adopted?  (Yes, 7-10-2008).  Martel has calls out to state and county officials regarding ADA regulations, signage, enforcement and parking.  Parker will consult with Bargy regarding work Milton Township has done.  Windiate commented that we are not ignoring this issue but the wheels have turned slowly.  Parker will write a letter to Kelli Eggebrecht and include a copy of tonight’s minutes.

C.    Motion by Tomlinson to reappoint Wally Juall and Jerry Kulka for 3 year term on the Audit Committee is seconded and passed 5-0, effective immediately.

D.  Motion by Martel to reappoint Stan Dawson to 3 year term on the Board of Review is seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Martel to reappoint Bill Laakko to 3 year term on the Board of Review is seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Martel to reappoint Tom Pierson to 3 year term on the Board of Review is seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Martel to reappoint Bruce Nogle to a 3 year term on the Board of Review as alternate is seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Martel to reappoint Wally Juall to a 3 year term on the Board of Review as alternate is seconded and passed 5-0.
E.  Motion by Martel for the remainder of fiscal year we use COLI as our IT support is seconded and passed 5-0.

F.  Discussion of the proposed Small Wind Generator (SWECS) Ordinance.  Motion by Tomlinson to approve the SWECS amendment to our Ordinance is seconded by Parker but after discussion the second is withdrawn.  There is discussion regarding the limitation to 30 kilowatts.  Martel will look into getting professionals to attend next month’s meeting to present regarding installation, kilowatts, etc.  No formal action taken at this time.
G.  After discussion of the Planning Commission budget, the Motion by Schultz to accept the PC Chair recommendation to move $5000 from 101 100 80202 to 101 721 80300 is seconded and passed 5-0.

H.  It is agreed to continue funding the Elk Rapids District Library.
8.   Board Commentary: 1. Tomlinson asked about EMS pay policy status.  Not yet done.  Regarding North Flight policy, Parker has talked to the manager and nothing could be done to change the process but they will review the proposed amount we receive per run.  2. Windiate commented about the Election with 68% of our registered voters voting.  Job well done by the election team.  3. Schultz commented that winter tax bills will be out soon and have a “new look” due to format changes.
9.    With no further business the meeting adjourned at 9:20 PM.
