1. Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Goossen to approve Minutes of July 16th as prepared was seconded and approved 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to approve Minutes of July 25th Special Meeting as prepared was seconded and approved 5-0.  Motion Amos to approve Minutes of Closed Session July 25th as prepared was seconded and approved 5-0.
3. Correspondence, etc:  None
4. Agenda Content:  Motion by Schultz to approve passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  1. Sheriff Bean presented 911 Report, etc. 2.  Tom Stillings addressed the Board regarding the streetlight at Golden Beach and Creswell.  The association is asking the Board to consider taking over the maintenance and cost of the light, as it is in the road end and a matter of public safety.  
6. Consent Agenda:  Motion by Martel to approve after discussion of Fire Report was seconded and passed 5-0.
7.  Planning Commission Report:  Goossen reported that the PC voted 5-2 to deny the request by A-Ga-Ming to rezone from a PRD to a PUD.  They felt AGM had not adequately addressed the issue of noise control. 
8. Discussion/Action:
A.  It was proposed by the Supervisor that the Board approve a contract with the Michigan Dept of State Direct Access Program, which would allow the Supervisor and the Ordinance Enforcement Officer to access driver and vehicle records over the internet.  Before the Board can do that, a Township policy is needed.  The Motion by Schultz to approve the policy, as drafted in the document dated August 20, 2013, was seconded and approved 5-0.  The Motion by Amos to approve the State Department of State contract agreement for purposes as outlined in the policy was seconded and approved 5-0.
B. Ordinance Enforcement Officer Job Description:  because of the above action, the Job Description needs to be amended to include authority for the OEO to use the above site; therefore Item G. will be added to the description. Motion by Schultz to approve the Job Description was passed 5-0.
C. Veterans Memorial:  Paul Wolverton introduced himself as the president of the Forgotten Veterans Memorial committee and gave an update on the status of the program.  Rick Randall is the new treasurer of the group, Stan Dawson the vice president. If interested, the township will be putting more info on the website.
D. EMS:  Motion to approve hiring Charles (Butch) Bartz for EMS department passed 5-0.
E. Fire:  Motions to approve hiring Chad Kotlarz, Brittany Lockman and Deborah Graber as Fire Fighters were passed 5-0.
F. Private Road Access Study: The access study is mostly completed and letters will be sent to those residents with problems that need to be addressed.  Our vehicles need a minimum 10’ high and 10’ clearance to pass.
G. EMS Limited Advanced Life Support:  Persons reported we are well on our way to LALS, with the Bennett Bill allowing 2 years for training.  No formal Board action has been taken by the Board at this time.
H. Phragmites Spraying:  Motion by Schultz to approve the contract with AT Service of $3550 for the 2013 treatment was seconded and passed 5-0.
I. A-Ga-Ming Hearing:  Martel is recommending we hold a Public Hearing at our September 17, 2013 meeting regarding the AGM PUD rezoning request.  Motion by Goossen to approve the Public Hearing was seconded and passed 5-0
J. Ordinance Enforcement Officer Interviews:  Interviews have been set for a Special Board Meeting to be held September 5, 2013 at 7:00 PM.
9.  Citizen Commentary:  Maryanne Jorgensen asked if a date had been set for the A-Ga-Ming hearing.  
10. Board Commentary:  Martel would like to create an email address list of township residents to be used for mass mailings of informational items. 
11. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:18 PM.
