1.  Meeting convened at 7:00 PM.
2. Interviews for Ordinance Enforcement Officer:
Four applications were received, but two applicants withdrew before tonight’s interview.  Present for the interviews tonight are Kurt Koerber and Josh Vey.  Starting with Mr. Koerber, the Board asked several predetermined questions regarding the position, with an opportunity for the applicant to ask questions as well.  The process was repeated with Mr. Vey.  Thirty minutes were scheduled for each interview.  At the completion of the interviews, the Board took a moment for deliberations.  It was decided that both applicants would be excellent for the position, but more time would be needed to come to a decision.  The Board was asked to look over their comments and be prepared to make a recommendation at the September 17th meeting.
3. Board Commentary:  Martel mentioned 1. The Public Hearing for A-Ga-Ming PUD application is set for the September 17th Board Meeting. [This Public Hearing has since been changed to the October 15th meeting].  2.  The ventilation system in the bay area has been assessed for mold, with the results showing no dangerous mold present.  The vents need to be cleaned and insulated with the cost coming in just over $5,000.  This proposal will be on the September 17th agenda for approval.  3.  Also on the September agenda will be the 2013 County tax rate request.  4.  The treasurer reported a virus on her computer which was handled by our tech support company, I.T. Right,
