A. REPEATING AGENDA:
1.  Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Motion by Goossen to approve Minutes of May 20, 2014 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to approve the Minutes of the Tri Township Meeting May 28, 2014, prepared by Elk Rapids clerk Shelley Boisvert, with one typo was seconded and passed 5-0.  Under Public Comment, change B. Norris:  from “he said” to “she said”.  Motion by Goossen to approve Minutes of May 8, 2014, with previous corrections, was seconded and passed 5-0.  In item 4, line 2 insert the first “Tri Township Team (TTT)” meeting.  In line 9, delete the sentence “Next week’s Special Board Meeting on May 15th will look at the costs involved for that option.”  In line 13 replace “other two” with “3”.
3. Correspondence and Announcements:  The Clerk read into the record letters received regarding the vote taken by the Board at the May 20, 2014 meeting, denying the continuation of the application for Limited Advanced Life Support (LALS) by the township EMS director.  Letters were received from Diana Hein, Richard Weiermiller, Wally Juall, Virginia & Richard Mouch, as well as a petition signed by 120 township residents.  
4. Agenda Content:  Motion by Schultz to approve was seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  Sheriff Bean presented the 911 Annual Report.  He had comments about the Torch Lake Fireworks being cancelled, the return of most department personnel but the need to hire for the road patrol.  Regarding the enforcement of issues on Traverse Bay Road, call if there is a problem. 
B.  CONSENT AGENDA:  Schultz asked to remove EMS and Fire Reports for discussion.  She asked about upcoming EMS 	training and how many TLT people would be involved [4].  She also commented about the continued repairs to 	the pumper.  After discussion, the Motion by Goossen to approve the Consent Agenda was seconded and 	passed 5-0.
C. SPECIAL REPORTS AGENDA:
1. Goossen reported the Planning Commission heard back from the County Planning Commission regarding the proposed zoning amendments to the Ag District.  The PC has decided to forward the amendments as prepared to the Township Board for their approval.  Work continues on Short Term Rental language to coincide with ZBA rulings and enforcement.  
2. Schultz reported that the Tri Township EMS Study Committee (TTT) continues to meet weekly here at the CSB.
D.  AGENDA FOR BOARD DISCUSSION/ACTION: 
1.  Limited Advanced Life Support (LALS):   Report presented by EMS Director Persons detailing the estimated cost for transition from Basic Life Support (BLS) to Limited (LALS).  Persons stated he can currently schedule LALS 80% of the time.  Schultz asked for a list of our employees and their level of certification. Motion by Goossen that we move forward with Limited Advance Life Support was seconded and passed 5-0.  Amos added that any questions regarding the EMS study should be directed to the TTT committee.  From the audience, Diana Hein commented that when she was collecting signatures for the petition, she reinforced to the people that there would only be 80% coverage with LALS.  Char Lundy added that our EMS has a good record, we have ALS intercept, a rapid response time, with ALS that comes right to the door.  Limited ALS is a step going up to a higher level of service within our own township, with ALS the targeted goal.  She reminded us of the new definition of LALS, which is Advanced EMT.  Virginia Mouch suggested that this will be an incremental implementation and we should have a goal of when we will reach 100% coverage.  Person’s goal is within 12 months.  After discussion of wage increase for Advanced EMT, the Motion by Goossen to increase that wage to $10.50 per hour was seconded and passed 5-0.
2. Zoning Ordinance Revisions:  Motion by Goossen to approve Version 8 Draft Retail Agricultural Enterprises as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  The Township Planner will be asked to generate a summary of the amendments to be published in the papers, with the amendments to become effective eight (8) days after publication.
3. Zoning Administrator:  Whether to combine the jobs of Ordinance Enforcement Officer (OEO) and Zoning Administrator into one position was discussed.  Responsibilities of each position were mentioned.  Martel’s Motion to hire our current OEO, Josh Vey for both positions at a salary of $21,000 per year died for lack of a second.  The Motion by Schultz to keep the two job descriptions separate, to offer Josh Vey the position of Zoning Administrator for a salary of $13,500 effective June 12, 2014 through December 31, 2014, to be evaluated at that time was seconded and passed 5-0.
4. Birchview Drive Paving:  The Motion by Martel to send deposit of $118,141 to Antrim County Road Commission for paving of Birchview with a budget amendment to be made  next month was seconded and passed 5-0 roll call vote.  
5. Nature Preserve Request:  The Motion by Schultz to approve the request of the Nature Preserve Authority for funds, not to exceed $3,000, for the survey of Torch Bay Road was seconded and passed 5-0.
6. Security Camera at Day Park:  The need for a camera was discussed, with the thought being to protect the township liability.  No action taken at this time.

E.  PUBLIC COMMENTARY:   There was none.
F. BOARD COMMENTARY:  The question was asked about the cleaning at the Nature Preserve.

With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 9:42 PM.  The next regular meeting will be July 15, 2014
