A. REPEATING AGENDA
1.  Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Amos to approve Minutes of January 20, 2015 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Goossen to approve Minutes of Special Meeting February 9, 2015 as prepared, was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to approve Minutes of Special Meeting February 12, 2015 as prepared, was seconded and passed 5-0.  Minutes of February 16, 2015 were removed from tonight’s Agenda.
3. Correspondence:  1. Letter received from Brett Pharo regarding Mutual Aid responses will be addressed during Agenda item D.5.  2. Resignation letter received from Josh Vey:  Motion by Schultz to accept his resignation as Ordinance Enforcement Officer was seconded and passed 5-0.
4. Motion by Goossen to approve Agenda Content minus Minutes of February 16th was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to add to Agenda 8. Justin Potter Probationary period was seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  There was none.
B. CONSENT AGENDA:  Motion by Schultz to approve minus EMS Report was seconded and passed 5-0.  Schultz asked about Kathy Chandler being named in the report.  Persons replied he was just letting the Board know she had resigned, as they had approved her hiring some months ago.  Motion by Amos to approve the EMS Report was seconded and passed 5-0. 
C. SPECIAL REPORTS:  Goossen reported that the Planning Commission will hold a Public Hearing on Wineries and Microbreweries at next month’s meeting. It was scheduled for the February meeting but was not Noticed properly, therefore postponed. The Commission has also been working on Corner Lot set-backs and should finish it up next month.
D. BOARD DISCUSSION/POSSIBLE ACTION:
1. Wendy Dawson:  Monitor Defibrillator.  (Ms Dawson was unable to attend tonight’s meeting).
2. Mutual Aid Agreement Jordan Valley EMS Authority:  A renewal of last year’s mutual aid agreement.  We have no intercept agreement at this time.  Motion by Schultz to accept agreement is seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Draft letters to Tom Murton and Joscelyn Canter:  Motion by Goossen to approve the letters with changes as suggested by Schultz was seconded and passed 5-0.  Martel will make the changes and send out the letters.
4. Salary Resolutions:  Sample resolutions were dispersed referencing the fact there is no Annual Meeting.
5. EMS fees:  Our EMS billing company, AccuMed, has suggested it would be appropriate to have different billing fees for residents vs. non-residents of the township.  Director Persons will provide a chart of fees for approval at next month’s meeting.
6. Tax Collection Agreement:  Motion by Schultz to approve the Tax Collection Agreements for 2015 Summer School Property Tax Collection from both Central Lake and Elk Rapids Public Schools was seconded and passed 5-0.
7. Intercept Agreement Renewal:  The Motion by Schultz to renew the Advanced Life Support Ambulance Intercept Billing Agreement with North Flight, effective April 1, 2015, was seconded and passed 5-0.
8. Justin Potter Probationary Period:  Because the Board had not received all the pertinent information regarding Justin Potter at the February 9th meeting, the Motion by Goossen to adjust Mr. Potter’s probationary period from 90 days to 30 days was seconded and passed 5-0.
E. PUBLIC COMMENT:  Chief Bigelow reported a heat problem at the South station, which has now been repaired.  The firefighters meet 3 times a month on the 1st, 2nd and 3rd Wednesdays.
F. BOARD COMMENT:  The next budget meeting will be Monday, February 23rd at 7:00 PM.
G. With no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:00 PM.
