A. REPEATING AGENDA:
1.  Meeting convened at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Goossen to approve the Minutes of March 17, 2015 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Amos to approve the Minutes of Special Board Meeting March 24, 2015 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Schultz to approve the Minutes of Special Board Meeting April 2, 2015 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.  Motion by Amos to approve the Minutes of Special Board Meeting April 11, 2015 with corrections was seconded and passed 5-0.  In item 2 correct the date to read “April 11, 2015”.  In item 4, change line 3 to read “which allows a FOIA requestor to access the Website”.
3. Announcements:  1. Reminder of the May 5th Special Election.  Voting here from 7:00 am until the close of polls at 8:00 pm.  2.  The Treasurer reported that as of Monday, April 20th, the debt on the Community Services Building (CSB) has been paid in full!!

B. CONSENT AGENDA:  Remove EMS report for discussion.  Motion by Martel to approve the remainder of the Agenda was seconded and passed 5-0.  Martel asked EMS Director Persons to demonstrate a CPR device he is interested in purchasing, which will help EMS personnel while performing manual CPR.  When finished, the Motion by Martel to     approve the EMS Report was seconded and passed 5-0. 
C. SPECIAL REPORTS AGENDA:  Goossen reported that due to the lack of a quorum, the Planning Commission did not meet on the 14th, but has scheduled a Special Meeting Monday April 27, 2015 at 7:00 PM.
D. AGENDA FOR BOARD DISCUSSION:
1a. Commissioner Dave Heeres:  Mr. Heeres is here tonight to present information regarding the Antrim County 	Recycling Program.  It is expensive to provide the service, so the County is looking at different funding options, 	including a voter-approved millage or a surcharge on property tax bills.  Your opinion on these options is 	welcome.
1b. FEMA Flood Plain Insurance:  Ed Martel supplied information on how to apply to FEMA to have your property     	reevaluated and have it removed from the requirement to provide flood plain insurance.
2. Consumers Energy Ordinance:  It is necessary for Torch Lake Township to approve an Ordinance which grants
	Consumers Energy a franchise to provide electric service in the Township of Torch Lake.  The Motion by Amos to 	approve Ordinance 2015-02 granting the electric franchise was seconded and passed 5-0 roll call vote.
3.	E-mail address assignments:  A list of proposed e-mail addresses was distributed for discussion.  It was suggested 	the assessor be removed from the list, otherwise the list is ok.
  4.	Monitor/Defibrillator Bids:  The EMS director has received 8 bids for the device and is recommending we 	approve the ReMed quote for purchase.  After discussion of additional fees and resale of current equipment, the 	Motion by Goossen to approve the EMS Director recommendation to accept the bid from ReMed Equipment 	for $8,630.00 for Philips MRX defibrillator was seconded and passed 5-0 roll call vote.
5.	Resignation of Tom Joseph from Planning Commission:  The Motion by Amos to accept the resignation of Mr. 	Joseph was seconded and passed 5-0.  Martel will send a thank-you note to Mr. Joseph.  Motion by Goossen to 	approve the appointment of Jerry Kulka to the Planning Commission to fulfill the term of Tom Joseph through 	October 2015 was seconded and passed 5-0.
6.    Ordinance Enforcement Officer:  Martel is recommending the rate for OEO be increased to $12.00/ hour.  	Goossen suggested we look at rates in other townships.  We first need to approve the Job Description and fit 	the wages to the job.
7.    Assessor Contract:  Motion by Schultz to accept the contract with AD Assessing beginning May 1, 2015 through    	April 30, 2018 was seconded and passed 5-0 roll call vote.
E.  Public Comment:  There was none.
F.  Board Comment:  A heartfelt thank you was given to Diana Hein, who is moving away.  Diana spent many years    serving on the Zoning Board of Appeals and has been active in Torch Lake Township.  Good Luck to Diana and Nick.
