A. REPEATING AGENDA:
1. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM followed by the pledge to the flag.
2. Minutes:  Motion by Goossen to approve the Minutes of December 15, 2051 as prepared was seconded and passed 5-0.
3. Correspondence, etc. 1.   Martel received a call from the DNR regarding grant money they will use to look into engineering McLaughlin Road boat launch.  2.  Day Park committee Minutes of the January 14th Public Hearing are in the packet for Board review.  The committee will present to the Board at either the January or February meeting.
4. Agenda Content:  Motion by Schultz to approve was seconded and passed 5-0.
5. Citizen Commentary:  County Commissioner Dave Heeres, representing District 1 and Torch Lake Township, was present with an update on the county recycling issue.  Recycling is funded now through the end of the year, but it is unclear where funding will come from in the future.

B. CONSENT AGENDA:  Motion by Goossen to approve was seconded and passed 5-0.

C. SPECIAL REPORTS AGENDA:  Goossen reported the Planning Commission continues discussion of building in setback areas.

D. BOARD DISCUSSION/ACTION:
1. Schultz, Windiate and Amos commented on attending the Michigan Townships Association annual conference in Detroit last week.  More than 70 educational sessions were offered to the 300+ townships present, as well as networking opportunities, motivational sessions, vendor fair and more.  The next conference will be April 2017 in Lansing.
2. Salary Resolutions:  Motion by Schultz to approve Resolution 16-01 Supervisor Salary of $22,440, which is an increase of 2%, was seconded by Goossen and passed 5-0 roll call vote.  Motion by Martel to approve Resolution 16-02 Clerk Salary of $22,440, which is an increase of 2%, was seconded by Goossen and passes 5-0 roll call vote.  Motion by Martel to approve Resolution 16-03 Treasurer Salary of $23,970, which is an increase of 2%, was seconded by Goossen and approved 5-0 roll call vote.  Motion by Windiate to approve Resolution 16-04 Trustee Salary of $4488, which is an increase of 2% was seconded by Schultz and passed 5-0 roll call vote.  
3. Zoning Administrator:  Martel has created a draft of proposed changes to the Zoning Administrator Job Description for Board review and discussion at next month’s Board meeting.
4. Special Board Meetings:  Dates were set for Budget Workshop meetings to be held on February 4th, 8th, 11th 15th 18th and March 3rd at 7:00 PM.  Reminder the Annual Meeting is March 19th at 9:00 AM.

E. CITIZEN COMMENTARY:  There was none.

F. BOARD COMMENTARY:   1. Schultz reminder dog licenses are available here through the end of February. 2. Attorney Millar has Drug Policy for review; also Road Ends in Day Park and issuing tickets.
