1. Meeting convened at 7:30 PM

2. Consideration of agenda.  Delete item 8.

3. Correspondence, meeting, training, announcements, etc.  There were none.

4. Minutes of June 10, 2008.  There were 3 spelling corrections to the minutes.  In “Others” change Brian to Bryan Graham.  In item 7, line 2, correct the spelling of “Chairman”.  In item 13 correct the spelling of “adjourned”.  The motion by Walworth to approve the minutes as corrected was seconded and passed 7-0.

5. Concerns of the Public.  There were none.

6. Discussion of Lake Access and Use Ordinance.  The updated version with suggested changes from last month’s meeting dated July 3, 2008 was discussed.  In item D, it was decided to delete “and the DNR public access site at the north end of Torch Lake” and add “under the jurisdiction of the township”.  Motion by____________ to approve draft amendment to sect 2.13 for a public hearing at the August 12, 2008 regular meeting at 7:30 PM in the Community Service Building with suggested deletion was seconded and passed 7-0.

7. PRD Zoning Amendment.  Sullivan and Graham have met to discuss language for the PUD zone but have not yet finished.  Policy questions are discussed, specifically a legislative vs. administrative approach.  It is agreed that Bryan will present, to the township board, the planning commission’s interest in an administrative approach to the PUD and PRD ordinances at the Board meeting next week.

8. It is decided to postpone discussion of wind turbines until later in the fall.

9. Concerns of the public.  There were none.

10. Other concerns of the PC.  Colvin announced there would be a ZBA quarterly meeting and public hearing regarding A-Ga-Ming tomorrow night at the Community Service Building.

11. With no further business, the motion to adjourn at 9:18 passed 7-0.
