

MINUTES OF THE TORCH LAKE TOWNSHIP




ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS





OCTOBER 24, 2001

Chairman A Martel called the meeting to order at 7:30 PM.

Present: A Martel, L Colvin, T Scally, J Heizer, Alternates V Mouch and P Keelan

A discussion re the minutes of the meeting of September 12, 2001 was the first order of business. Motion made by L Colvin, second by A Martel to approve the minutes as written. Passed unanimously by roll call vote.

Chairman Martel introduced the only business on the agenda for tonight’s meeting. This is a review of a draft of a form being developed by the Board to assist in preparing for a request for an interpretation of the zoning ordinance, and to establish a record of any interpretation made. Discussion followed regarding the issues that might be involved in developing a “ Zoning Interpretation Record”. The following points were identified:

· Need for a reference # that can be placed in the record

· Date of request, and date of decision
· Where is the interpretation recorded? 
· Need for an index of appeals showing whether a variance or an interpretation
· Need for an index of all past appeals
· Question of what role the Planning Commission plays in this issue?
Chairman Martel will try to identify all previous interpretations made by the Board, and will get this list out to all members before the next meeting. The Board will continue to research the above points, and investigate how other townships may have dealt with this issue.

It was noted that there would be no ZBA meeting in November.

Lee Colvin moved that this meeting be adjourned, A Martel seconded the motion, and it was passed unanimously. Meeting adjourned at 8:40 PM.
